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BY-LAWS
Article I-Meeting

The regular monthly meetings of the Association shall be held on the third Wednesday of each month at such place that the Association shall choose. Notice of the time and place of each regular meeting shall be emailed to the members. Special meetings may be called by the President when deemed necessary or when requested by members of the Association. Notices of special meetings must be emailed to every member at least 24 hours before the time scheduled for such meeting. 

Article II-Dues

The dues of the Association shall be $50.00 per year, payable January 1st of each year. The said dues may be increased or decreased if found necessary, by a majority vote of members present at any regular meeting or at a special meeting called for the discussion of dues. Should a member be delinquent in payment of dues for more than three months, the Secretary shall notify the member of the delinquency. Should the delinquent member fail to pay all dues in arrears within ten days of notice, then such member shall be reported to the Secretary at the next regular meeting. The member shall thereupon stand suspended. Notice shall be sent to the suspended member. No suspended member shall 
again be admitted unless all dues owed have been paid.
Article III-Application for Membership
All applications for membership shall be in writing and signed by the applicant. They shall be referred to the Board of Directors, who will investigate the same and report thereon. They shall then be read before the regular meeting, or as soon thereafter as possible. The Board of Directors shall recommend the admission of the applicant prior to the reading of the regular meeting of the Association. The application shall be submitted to the Association and a majority vote of members present shall be necessary to elect. Upon acceptance, the applicant shall be notified by the Secretary. Upon payment of dues, the applicant shall be enrolled as a member.
Article IV-Duties of Officers
President
It shall be the duty of the President to preside over all meetings of the Association, to preserve order, enforce all laws, and perform all duties usual to the office. The President shall execute all instruments of writing requiring the signature of the Association, and appoint such committees as may be required. The First Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President in his/her absence, and in the absence of the First Vice-President, duties shall be performed by the Second Vice-President.

First Vice-President

The First Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President in his/her absence. 

Second Vice-President

The Second Vice President shall perform the duties of the First Vice-President or the President in their absence(s). 
Secretary
The Secretary shall keep full and accurate accounts and records of the proceedings of the meetings of the Association, prepare and send all notices of the meetings and perform other duties incumbent upon the office or designated by the President. Minutes shall be recorded and maintained on the Association website, www.chippewabroadway.com.

Treasurer
The Treasurer shall have custody of the funds of the Association, and shall deposit same in any financial institution as designated by the Board of the Association. The Treasurer shall collect the dues, but notify the Secretary of any business that is three months delinquent (see Article II above). The Treasurer shall pay all orders drawn on the Association. The Treasurer shall keep complete and accurate books which shall be open to inspection by the Officers and the Directors of the Association at all reasonable times. The Treasurer shall give monthly reports of the financial condition of the Association.

Article V-Directors
No person shall be eligible to serve on the Board of Directors unless they are engaged in business or a profession on their own account, or a member of a partnership, or officer in a corporation. Their place of business or residence of said partnership or corporation shall be bound by the City of St. Louis, Missouri, from Cherokee Street on the north to 4500 Broadway Boulevard on the south; from the Mississippi River on the east, westward to Grand Boulevard.
Article VI-Charges
Charges against a member shall be made in writing to the President who shall refer the same to the Board of Directors without comment or discussion. The Board of Directors shall stipulate a time for a hearing of said charges, of which the accused shall have at least seven days notice. If after such hearing the Board shall find the accused innocent of the charges, the charges shall be dismissed. If, however, a majority of the Board finds the accused guilty of the charges, the President of the Board shall refer such charges, in writing, and shall submit them to the Association for action. There shall be a hearing of said charges at the regular meeting of the Association. The accused shall be given at least seven days notice of the hearing. The accused shall be permitted to offer evidence and be 
heard in defense. If a majority of the members present find the accused guilty, that member shall stand expelled from the Association.
Article VII-Associate Membership
There is hereby created in the Association as of this date, November 16, 1944, an associate membership group. This membership will permit the acceptance of any and all persons of good and reputable character, who shall first be submitted to the Board or a committee for investigation, and subsequent recommendation to the regular assembly for acceptance or rejection. The sole purpose of membership shall be purely for social and good fellowship reasons. These persons so accepted shall not have the power to vote or hold office in the Association, under the terms of the “Associate Membership” plan, and shall be so notified at the time of their acceptance. They shall have no voice in the deliberation of any topic pertaining to vital affairs, which may concern the welfare of the regular duties of the Association or its business functions in our specific Community.
Article IX-Amendments

In the absence of any prescribed rules or customs in the Association for its guidance, Roberts Rules of Order shall be accepted as the authority governing the conduct of procedure at meetings of the Association when any questions arise not provided for in these By-Laws.
Article X-Amendments
Amendments to the By-Laws may be proposed by three (3) members at any regular meeting of the Association and shall be voted on at the next regular meeting. If two-thirds of the members present vote in favor of said amendment, the amendment shall be adopted.
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
