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CONSTITUTION

Article I – Name


The name of this association shall be “CHIPPEWA-BROADWAY BUSINESS ASSOCIATION,” hereinafter referred to as “Association.”
Article II – Place


The offices, headquarters and meeting place of the Association shall be located in the City of St. Louis, Missouri.

Article III – Mission


The Association shall be organized for the purpose of creating and fostering a friendly, cooperative spirit among both business and residency for the betterment of the Chippewa-Broadway-Jefferson area.
Article IV – Membership

Any person of moral character, who is engaged in a licensed business or profession on his or her own account, or is a member of a partnership or an officer in a corporation, and if his or her place of business or residence is located in that section of the city of St. Louis as defined by the By-Laws, shall be eligible for membership in the Association.

Article V – Meetings


Regular meetings of the Association shall be held once every month, except July, at such time and place designated by the By-Laws and Rules of the Association.

Article VI – Quorum


Seven members of the Association assembled at a meeting shall constitute a Quorum.
Article VII – Board of Directors


There shall be a Board of Directors consisting of the duly elected Officers of the Association and such numbers of members representing the various districts as provided for in the By-Laws, but the number shall not be less than nine.  If any Directors shall fail to attend three consecutive meetings of the Board without an excuse acceptable to the Board, the Board shall have the right to declare that office vacant and fill the office.  The last past president shall be Ex-Officio Member of the Board of Directors.
Article VIII – Officers


The officers of the Association shall be:  President, First Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant-at-Arms, and such additional Officers as may be provided for in its By-Laws.

Article IX – Elections


The Election of Officers and Directors shall take place at the first regular meeting in January of each year, and the installation of those elected shall take place at the next regular meeting thereafter.  All elections of Officers and Directors shall be held by ballot, and a simple majority of all votes cast shall be necessary to elect.  No member shall be permitted to vote by proxy. Should a vacancy occur in an office, by reason of death, resignation or otherwise, the Board of Directors shall have the power to appoint a member to fill said vacancy for the unexpired term.

Article X – By-Laws

The Association shall have the power to adopt By-Laws for its government, conformable to its Constitution and not contrary to the provisions of the Constitution or laws of the United States or the State of Missouri or the purposes and powers of its charter.

Article XI – Amendments

Before any amendments are adopted, such amendments shall have been approved by a simple majority vote of all members of the Association present at a meeting called by a notice setting forth the purpose of the meeting.

Article XII – Correspondence

            Any use of the CBBA email or membership lists, its name in full or in part, and its logo or acronym must have prior approval of the Board of Directors.
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
