1. Call to Order/Roll Call: 5:55 p.m.  See attendees listed above.

2. Adjunct Reports: Aldermen, NSO, SLDC.

• Schmid - Hollywood video has been purchased, but the City has a lien on the property for cutting the grass. New owner is putting in a laundromat. He currently owns another one in University City. This area has two such businesses in close proximity -- one on Chippewa and one across from St. Alexius. The fence on the property needs repair; it’s falling apart. 
• Schmid  - 3rd District officer appreciation luncheon is Feb 27th at 11:30 to 1:30. CBBA has purchased tickets in the past.  CBBA will buy dinners for police officers luncheon whether some one from the organization goes. 

• Potts – Alderman has given go-ahead to issue litter citations. That has happened on Texas where trash was literally ankle deep; now it’s all cleaned up. About 180 warnings were issued, so they cleaned it up. So far, they haven’t issued on alleys – mostly doing residential and commercial properties. The citations start at $25 first offense, and then progressively increase.

That’s a good way to bring people into the area and attract attention by the media, etc.  Eileen asked for additional money to get holiday lights for next year. Motion made and approved.
