Adjunct Reports (Aldermen-Schmid and Ortmann/NSO/SLDC-Bennett): 

(a) New 3rd district police captain, Gerald Leyshock can be reached at 314-444-0125 or              gleyshock@slmpd.org will get him also. The 3rd District luncheon will be at the Millennium Hotel, Friday, February 27th; 5% of proceeds go to BACKSTOPPERS.


(b) Home buying city tour will be March 29th, starting at Mullanphy School, 4220 Shaw, 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

(c) Home repair for 9th and 20th Ward residents from Catholic Charities is available; people can call 314-259-3431 hotline to get on list for emergency repairs.

(d) St. Louis Public Schools is closing schools in our area, Meramec being one on the list. Confluence may open charter school because they recognize the number of students available in this area while SLPS does not.
(e) The new owners of the Hollywood Video building closed on the property. Alderman Schmid has spoken with Barb Giesman, deputy mayor for development, about a satellite public library branch and a café to help pay for it with a profit. St. Louis Public Library is having trouble with bonds to renovate other libraries. If our options don’t pan out, the building will be a laundry mat.

(f) Officer of the Year banquet will be March 18th, 1st District at Christy Hall, $20/person.

(g) Benton Park  comfort stations are being restored, although we don’t know what funds will be available for this project. About $75,000 was set aside last year for electrical work in this park; money won’t be available until July 1st. Benton Park will be usable after that.
(h) Trees for Minnie Wood Park are coming very soon. Also looking for money to put up a wrought iron fence around the playground to separate it from the ball fields.

(i) Lights are back on (tonight) from Chippewa to Montana (??).

(j) Money for façade upgrades/improvements coming in June in 9th Ward. The dollar limit is $5,000 and can be applied for every five years. Harry Bennett facilitates this program. Caution is to not start a project before the money is approved.

(k) We have two very good high schools in this area – Carnahan and Roosevelt, two fantastic principals which is what is making the difference. Both principals, Alice Roach and Terry Houston, are doing very positive things.

Committee Reports: (Banquet/Auction, Membership, Marketing Opportunities).

Entertainment will be provided by Rich’s DJ, at a cost of $75.
