Secretary’s Report (Huddleston): Motion to approve by Rose; seconded by Schlattweiler. Approved by all.

Membership Committee (Highlights of banquet/auction; Expo in May): 

Banquet – Generally, things went well. Total guests 77; paid for two no-shows. Venue (Lemp Grand Hall) too large for number of people (no intimacy) which reduced networking and talking with each other; people tended to stay with their own group. Last year’s venue, the Feasting Fox, was too small; will consider this during September-October to find a suitable place. Lemp is expanding so they may have a smaller room next year; another solution is to start advertising banquet early enough to get more people and fill up the larger room. People were impressed with the table tents.

Auction - $1,780 was total from both silent and live auctions. Tribout suggests CBBA take credit cards next year for convenience of attendees. His investigation indicates. ▪ We can have a seasonal set-up with a credit card company; they will donate equipment to use; a one-time fee of $100 will apply. ▪ Tribout would like to use a laptop next year to keep track of bids; put items on website before banquet and advertise them early; use carbon paper for bid-sheets so one can be given to winner and CBBA can keep one to make smoother payment transactions; raffle should be considered for popular items, such as sports tickets/packages and Waste Management model trucks. ▪ Betty Moore proposed establishing one or two scholarships for Carnahan H. S. students with some of the auction proceeds.

Expo - ▪ To be held at Carnahan High School on May 15th, 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.  ▪ Can be used to promote new business.  ▪ 30-40 booths (Green said the school will take care of setting everything up)  ▪ Put a notice in the newspaper to advertise it, put slideshow from last year’s Expo on the website  ▪ Advertise to residents too so they know what businesses are in the area and can patronize them.  ▪ Schlattweiler will extend invite to Russ Carnahan to Expo.

Planter program – 60 planters already in place. Proposal to fund 20 more planters and 2 picnic tables has been submitted to Harry Bennett for purchase from Wausau Tile. ▪ Planters set a benchmark in the neighborhood; new businesses have inquired about getting a planter.  ▪ Proceeds from auction and from 9th Ward Alderman Ken Ortmann will provide sweet potato vines for each planter; businesses to plant the rest and keep watered and maintained (including removing cigarette butts and trash). ▪ Reminders will be sent three times to businesses where planter is not being maintained; no response results in removal; planter will be taken to a business on the waiting list. ▪ Business owners to sign yearly contract to have a planter in front of their business.  ▪ Dustin Volz (CBBA member) will be hired to plant them. ▪ We pay insurance on planters, as required by city permit ▪ At the end of the season, two Jefferson Bistro gift certificates will be given to the business who does the best job maintaining the planter.

Miscellaneous – To increase membership, Tribout and Schlattweiler plan to go door to door to recruit. There’s a new coffee shop coming on California, a catering company is moving into the old Carnival Supply building, a health food store and two or three restaurants are coming into the area. This activity and interest is attributed, partly, to the banners, planters and flags.  (Question raised: Does CBBA have authority to pull or refuse business licenses?  Kelly Kress from DSCC is setting up a commercial district so CBBA can work with other associations in this area to break down barriers/red tape, to know what businesses are coming to the area, and to have some control over what is allowed. Rich Schlattweiler will represent CBBA and report on developments.)

Beautification Committee (Clean-up at Minnie Wood Memorial Square and Froggy Garden): Clean-up at Minnie Wood on April 2nd canceled; on April 12th, a group from Faith Beyond Walls will be planting and cleaning up all day; they also helped last year at Froggy Garden.

St. Alexius Hospital – is putting up new banners (that will match their awnings) on or about April 2nd. Funds for new banners were donated for the four poles in front of the parking lot, three poles on Broadway. Unfortunately, they cannot take down the banners in front of Minnie Wood Park. (CBBA will look into taking them down.)

Sigma Aldrich – is working with the city to put trees on the Broadway side of their facilities. They also hired someone to clean-up vacant lots they own.

Carnahan – Currently, students pick up trash in Minnie Wood Memorial Square on a regular basis.

Marketing Committee (Replacement of flags, DSCC House Tour): Flags have been or are being replaced.  Dutchtown South Community Corporation house tour is April 27th. 

Other notes - Building at 3812 Broadway has been asked to remove artwork from window because a used furniture store maybe coming in. This will be addressed with Alderman Schmid because resale shops are not allowed unless it’s a reputable antique store.

Historical district – Businesses that face our businesses in the historical Jefferson/Gravois area – that border our area – should be invited to join our group. Perhaps we could work with the review board to expand historical boundaries and set guidelines and regulations; suggestion to pass a resolution that we explore further. Sigma may expand into empty lots, so if we are part of a historical district, that would affect how they design the buildings, lighting, signs, etc.
