Call to Order:  11:55 a.m. (Moore)

Recognition of guests/new members: See attendees listed above. Boy Scouts of America invited to make presentation. Green is a BSA employee responsible for entire south city region; Nancy is a long-time BSA volunteer. Currently they serve approximately 1,000 boys and 465 adult volunteers. They want to open more packs, but need more adults willing to be scout masters. They are getting the word out about the things Scouts do, and how their funds are raised and expended. It was determined that there is not one Boy Scout troop in the CBBA area; they encouraged trying to establish one – maybe at one of the schools.

Discussion centered around maintaining a large balance in our checking account when some of the funds – if not committed to an obligation – could be transferred to an interest-bearing account. Tribout indicated: CDs have to be in $1,000 increments, funds are inaccessible for specified period of time; money markets start at $2,500, funds are accessible if needed, but there’s a $10 charge if balance drops below $2,500. McRae motioned that CBBA establish a money market account at Regions Bank. Schlattweiler seconded, Motioned carried.

Secretary’s Report (Huddleston): Motion to approve by Moore; seconded by Schlattweiler. Approved by all.

Membership Committee (Expo in May): 

Expo – Motion was made by Schlattweiler to reschedule Expo to a fall date that coordinates with Carnahan High School’s Open House, rather than May 15th; seconded by Bliss. This change would give more preparation time, get more businesses involved, and generate more publicity. The May 15th date at Carnahan High School will be kept as a general business membership meeting, 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. Schlattweiler (Jefferson Bistro) will cater.

Beautification Committee (Bliss): Clean-up at Minnie Wood on April 2nd canceled.

Planter program – Bliss presented the Planter Program guidelines and contract that will be distributed to each business having a CBBA planter outside of their establishment. Business owners will sign the contract. Dustin Volz will be hired by CBBA at $200/day to do the initial trailing and/or centerpiece planting in each planter based on the owner’s preference from a list provided by CBBA. The business will plant additional annuals. 

Clean-up at Minnie Wood – Faith Beyond Walls could not do the clean-up on Saturday, April 12 because of the weather. Because Bliss will be going on maternity leave soon, she will not be able to coordinate and supervise this endeavor so she recommended we hire a private contractor to do the planting. Because of business license issues, it was decided that perhaps Carnahan students, CBBA business owners/staff and Faith Beyond Walls could help do this on another Saturday. Perhaps the Dutchtown group would help and Marine Villa. Volz will be captain of a Froggy Park workday in mid-May.

Old Business (online banking and debit card): Debit card needed to make expedient purchases online.  Other ways discussed. Tribout said he can write a check on same day of approved purchase if CBBA board member uses their own credit card. Therefore, it was motioned to table this item until a future time, if necessary; seconded and carried.

New business: Rose indicated that CBBA purchases should be made from CBBA member businesses rather than outside businesses. We have not done that in the past. Other board members said the businesses questioning purchases should be active in the association and have more of a voice about where CBBA funds are spent.  ▪ Moore asked that serious consideration be given to establishing a scholarship fund/program for Carnahan High School students. Questions generated included: how will it work? Will we set aside funds and make ongoing deposits? Will this be under a separate CBBA account? Could member businesses designate a portion of their membership fee to the scholarship fund? How many students per year would receive it? How much would they receive? What would be the qualifications? What would the application process entail?  Business majors?
