1. Call to Order/Roll Call: 11:53 a.m.  See attendees listed above.

2. Recognition of new members: None present
3. Adjunct Reports: Aldermen, NSO, SLDC.

• Schmid – ▪Still trying to get the St. Louis Public Library to open a satellite library, possibly sharing facility with a coffee shop/café by getting letters sent to SLPL from citizens, businesses, and schools in the area; members will send letters. ▪City is considering a bill that would make curfew laws 3-tiered: under 5 years old-8:00 p.m., 6-11 years old-10:00 p.m., 12-17-11:00 p.m./12:00 midnight on weekends; ▪April 21 was the first day of the 2009-2010 Board of Alderman session; ▪Trying to get a “no smoking” ban in all public places in St. Louis city; ▪There are ways to help people struggling with their mortgages right now: 1-888-995-HOPE and the United Way’s “211” help line; ▪Grand opening of a dog park at Nebraska and Utah will be from 11:00 to 2:00 on Saturday, April 25; ▪Cinco de Mayo will be celebrated on Cherokee Street, Saturday, May 2 from 10:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m., parade at 11:00 a.m.; ▪A community meeting regarding rising crime in the area north of Chippewa will be May 14, 7:30 p.m., 2832 Arsenal, and Catherine Horejes from Juvenile Court will be there to talk about juvenile issues. 
• Ortmann  - ▪May 5 is open house at Roosevelt and Carnahan; Friday, May 15 is Roosevelt’s “Day of Love” with games, food, and activities designed to show how much they care for each other; ▪Blessing of the bikes will be at St. Catherine Church on May 16; ▪High grass and weeds on empty lots is a problem, but aldermen have to schedule cutting and clean-up of empty buildings with Forestry and program doesn’t begin until May 19 so recommendations are to cut vacant lots next to you because there are only two scheduled cuttings all summer; ▪Façade program is still available which is 50/50 for businesses; ▪Concern raised about panhandlers in the area; ▪Ortmann reelected for another term; ▪Resolutions for Benton Park comfort stations will be coming out of committee – not getting all wanted, but getting some of it; ▪All playgrounds (eight parks) need work – Minnie Wood playground needs fencing; ▪Lyons Park needs upkeep of ball fields because they are in demand; “Spring Wing Fling” at Five-Star Senior Center until 8:00 on April 28; Rich will donate a pan of wings and have a sign there.

The Treasurer’s report was approved by all.
5. Secretary’s Report (Huddleston):  February minutes had some adjustments were noted – will be made and are approved contingent upon the changes being made.
6. Committee Reports: Membership – St. Alexius representative could not be at the meeting but wants to work with Rich and John on membership – new brochure and other marketing materials. Additionally board wants to get pens, t-shirts for working in (like at Frog Garden), and polo shirts for events. Rich recommended medium gray for work shirt, white polo and also that T-shirt be provided free, and sell polos at cost.
Beautification – ▪Frog Garden in good shape; weeding was done last Saturday, plants are staying in pretty well. Questions regarding removal of yard waste dumpster that was behind the garden and was told we need only call to have it put in on a temporary basis whenever needed. Flower grants coming May 2; Rich will pick up plants and volunteers to plant can meet at about 11:30. Leftover plants will be given to volunteers; can make it a marketing event – “plant-b-que” with hot dogs and Ted Drewes. ▪Buying 20 planters each year; there’s a waiting list for them.

Other – O’Reilly Automotive opening May 2; coffee shop opening at 2754 Chippewa – corner of California and Chippewa; doing a monthly profile of CBBA businesses on website as a way to showcase what we’re doing. Rich’s businesses are there right now.
7. Discussion of old business:
Bylaws – Historic overview. Duties have changed, email and other issues are addressed in new version to be discussed at next meeting.

8. Discussion of new business: More on petitions and letters to St. Louis Public Library. Maryann will make copy of Betty’s letter to give to membership so others can personalize for their business and send to library. Perhaps SLPL will accept donations to help fund project. It should be noted that there are 550 businesses, 1,000s of employees, neighborhoods that would be served by this location as a library.
