Marketing Committee (Moore): - Business Expo – waiting for date from Carnahan High School to coordinate with Open House.

Other – Better ways to bring business to this area is being investigated, e.g., “save gas, shop locally” or “can’t buy it better anywhere.” Considering joint marketing with all businesses. Currently there are four gas stations, several restaurants, art galleries, a hardware store, a bank (Regions); Moore is putting together a plan to coordinate with expo in September.

Adjunct Reports – (Schmid and others): - CBBA should do more things with SLPS – Carnahan and Roosevelt have great things happening and most families use them; schools can be an inroad to families.
- Schmid and Ortmann working on problems in the area –, liquor licenses, youth problems. Regarding the youth, perhaps businesses can offer opportunities to the at-risk youth so they are not on the street in this area.  Oxford suggested providing Six Flags tickets to youth to help with this; CBBA could get passes for kids also.

Old Business: (Revision of 1923 CBBA by-laws) – deferred to later meeting.

New business: (Awards committee) It was suggested that an awards committee be established to recognize businesses that have gone out of their way to improve neighborhood, such as Concordia Publishing, St. Alexius Hospital and Jefferson Avenue Bistro. Award could be in the form of a crystal frog or crystal apple. The awards committee will decide logistics such as how often recognized, whether mostly for façade improvements, etc. Oxford would get a house resolution for recognized businesses. Schmid called for vote, Rose seconded; motion carried.
St. Alexius Hospital – Parent company is restructuring, but it will benefit this location; things are going well right now. At 139 years old, it is the oldest hospital west of the Mississippi (Jefferson campus). Long-term plans will be of benefit in the future – office building and school of nursing are assets to hospital and neighborhood. It was noted that heart patients are not serviced at this location. That is limited because they are not able to do enough of that kind of service to do it well. Oxford offered to support a certificate of need in Jefferson City or provide other assistance at the state level that the hospital might require.
Speeders - cars are cruising on Broadway going through traffic lights, speeding, and motorcycle stunts.
