Committee Reports: (Membership, Beautification, Marketing). 
Membership - 

Business expo:  Sep 21st at Carnahan High School, 2:00 p.m.-4:00 p.m., in conjunction with Carnahan’s Open House. No charge for tables for members. Other businesses are $25 per table. (Jeff?) motioned that we host a business expo on Sep 21st; seconded by Reems; motion carried.

Fire engine rally at old firehouse: Fundraiser for Marine Villa neighborhood showing antique fire trucks, cars, in parade going down Chippewa starting at Marine and Chippewa. Task committee needed in conjunction of fire prevention week. This is a joint project with DSSC, Marine Villa and CBBA; lots of cooperation. Volz will barbeque. Schlattweiller will get permits. We should also invite the Chippewa 
Neighborhood Association. Form a committee and earmarked funds for Froggy Park. It was motioned
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that a task committee be established to co-host a fire engine rally with other organizations on Oct 4th; Schmid seconded; motion carried.

Beautification -

Froggy Garden At Oregon and Chippewa: The Chippewa part of CBBA needs some help with enhancements just as Broadway did. The master plan for Froggy Garden is that Volz, (Bob) Moore, and Vancil will plant beds next Tuesday and mulch from 12:00 to 4:30. There’s still no water there. Slim Cos has been letting volunteers use his water. Need someone there to weed the garden. Also get some inexpensive bulbs to get it started. Volz motioned to go ahead with project, spending $125 on wood to build planters to move garden forward. Schmid seconded; motion carried.

Adjunct Reports:

Ken Ortmann: Improvements at Benton Park and Minnie Wood Park continue, such as planting trees, fencing in playground. Benton Park bathroom renovations needed. No lights although power in tact; vandals make lights inoperable. Limited funds for renovating or upkeep of parks.

Craig Schmid: Getting more funding for planters. Even though housing marketis declining, there is a niche for good property. People recognize good things are happening in this area – block unit meetings, Carnahan’s opening day featuring a jazz band, etc. Salute to CBBA for what they have done.

Jaymes Dearing: Put in a plug SBMA (South Broadway Merchants Association) event on Sep 6th in Carondelet Park. A book published about the history of the area and its current standing was available for $20. Frank Scaerr and John Edwards have partnered on housing development. Described the benefits of the house that was built at 3736 S. Broadway, is on sale. Once sold, the next will be built, etc.

Metro: Metro will need tax funds or they will cut down quite a bit on services offered. They are losing federal funding. Executive director who was practicing “creative financing” is gone. They built south county extension with local money but are now have a $45 million deficit. Very few crimes happen at Metro stations. There are undercover officers on buses, police on metrolink, and cameras on buses. On-time performance is 93% in comparison to others in the country and several other good points. St. Louis County needs to pass its portion of tax; the City voted it in.

Kelly Kress-DSSC: DSSC brings together adjacent organizations to encourage events like the firehouse rally and things like it. Joint project with young folks to establish neighborhood accountability board to address things like fights at school. Send them out into the community to help.

DSSC is having fundraiser – winners of the 21 garden award photos will be put in a calendar to sell. Since 2003, they have helped 18,000 people; 13 members or the organization.
