6. Committee Reports: Beautification - Sarah Bliss cannot do beautification anymore. Responsibilities will be woven into Membership committee. Committees are established, but will now have them active on an as-required/needed basis. 
Membership - Business EXPO; Holiday Lighting; Recruitment
Do we want to continue with only seven businesses responding? Hold at a later date? Sundays are hard for businesses; the venue is Carnahan High School this Sunday, Sep 21st. It was noted that three new businesses signed up as a result of wanting to participate in the Expo. A part of the fees paid can go for scholarships. It was decided to pursue the Expo on Sunday as planned.

Holiday lighting -  . Need a place to store the lights for the holidays. They are put up the Saturday before Thanksgiving - Nov 22, 9:00 a.m. -12:00 noon. Anyone volunteering will get a free happy hour cheeseburger at Jefferson Avenue Bistro. Decorate around the flag pole, fountain and trees, and put up lights at median. Get ladder from Fire Department.
